If your child refuses to take the medicine, we will make every effort to inform you on the same day. 
 
Please hand the medicine over to a member of staff personally. 
 
For any medicines required on a long-term basis, ask the pharmacy if they can supply a separate labelled 
supply just for the school (they might need another prescription to do this). We can then keep a separate 
supply at school without the need for you to send medicines in each day.
